The Buds (crochet)
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With green yarn, slip knot on hook,* yarn over around hook and pull up a 3/4 loop,{ yarn over, insert hook in same st, pull up a 3/4 loop} 3 times more, yarn over and draw through all 9 loops on hook, ch 1* repeat* until the work will get the length you required.
The Crochet Leaves
With green yarn, make 7 chains then 1 d.c. into the 2nd loop from hook.
1 half treble into the next loop, 1 treble into the next, 1 half treble into the next loop, 1 d.c. into the last loop.

These can make 1 tiny leaf.  If you want to 2 leaves all in one go, start from the beg once more making 7 chains from the same loop you did 1 d.c..

The Knitted Leaves
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With green yarn, cast on 3 sts.

1st row: K to end.
2nd and alternate rows: P to end.

3rd row: K1, yo, k1, yo, k1.

5th row: K2, yo, k1, yo, k2.
7th row: K3, yo, k1, yo, k3.

9th row: K1, sl1, k1, psso,k1,yo, k1, yo, k1, k2 tog, k1.

11th row: as 9th row.

13th row: as 9th row.

15th row:K1, sl1, k1, psso, k to last 3 sts, k2 tog, k1.

16th row: P to end.

Repeat these 2 rows until you get 3sts left on your needle.

Draw them up.

The Knitted 3pointed Leaves
With green yarn, cast on 3 sts.

1st row: K1, yo, k1, yo, k1.

2nd row: P to end.

3rd row: K2, yo, k1, yo, k2.

4th row: P to end.

5th row: Inc 2 by casting on 2sts, k to end.
6th row: Inc 2, p to end. [11sts]

7th row: K5, yo, k1, yo, k5 .[13sts]

8th row: P to end.

9th row: K6, yo, k1, yo, k6. [15sts]

10th row: P to end

11th row: K5, turn.

12th row: P5.

13th row: K1, sl2, k1 psso, k1.

Draw them up.

You will have 10sts on your needle.

Rejoin yarn to 5sts after the stitches you were just working.

1st row: Knit across these 5 sts. Turn.

2nd row: P5.

3rd row: K2, yo, k1, yo, k2.

4th row: P to end.

5th row: K3, yo, k1, yo, k3.

6th row: P to end.
7th row: K3, sl2, k1, psso, k3.
8th row: P to end.

9th row: K2, sl2, k1, psso, k2.

10th row:P2 tog, p1, p2tog.

Draw them up.

Rejoin yarn to 5 sts left on your needle then follow the same pattern for the first 5 sts.

If you want, you can embroider veins with dark green yarn or brown fine yarn!
